He tells us, "The process is a patented paint in the u.s.A. called 
"ZOLATONE". It is two different kinds of paint that glob up 
and won't really wix. You shoot it un {only} no brushinu; with a 
largQ nozzla to keep froffi breaking up the globs. I clid my old Elite 
and have dona my current one. The color choice in tho u.s. is some­
what limited alothGugh I have been getting what I desired. The u.s. 
Zolatona is somewhat large globs !.)ut you could gat the fin'cr texture 
by lots of air and small nozzle openings. r did my inside 
roof and engine bay in a black with white flecks, and think it looks 
really tH:!ll· ·n Hr. Boyd used Zolatone 42 :-lamlat i:.Hack I!Jhich has l-Jhi te 
flecks on a black base. You may purchase the Zolatone from the below 
company.

Missed practice as it was a day early, to avoid a local festival, 
but managed to have a good look round the hotel garages at the cars 
and teams - Porches just have to win, they take aboat 10 times 
as many spare parts as anyone else and take the ~~rga. very 
seriously- they did, of course, win again this.year. For the 
night I slept on the mountain. on the ground in my sleeping bag and 
alongside my fai th.!."'ul Elite.

I was up at 7.00 
as it started to rain, wuich continued most o£ the mornil:l8• The dey 
before i had driven round the circuit to choose a good viewing spot 
in the. t.ills and had found one from which I couH see the road .windin,;; 
up for about three miles to a tight corner, cars only about 5/6 feet 
away, wonderful for picture.s and taped noises. ' 

To avoid traffic bac~ to the boat, I went the long way round, to 
have a look at Hount Etna, - wish I had 'nt - the roads are very bad, 
and at one point it was necessary to do about 10 miles in first 
gear to avoid potholes.

This is a fault I have £oundal.l along with the Elite, 
I just could not keep it oil tight (I have found fine threads uaed in 
an aluminium block to leak, and I have sinoe drilled and tapped them 
to coarse threads and have, after 16 months or so, just about stopped 
the leaks. 
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M<cybe I have been unluoky, or C~~Xelees, Wate:r has been rey only 
otharp:roblem, having been used to Po:rohes, this serves me right 
of couxsa, head gaskets.lea.king etc. etc, (now all sorted out, 
I hope) I was ca.nyint~, several litrea of oil, and was: now 
pouring it in, in g:r.eat qum1tities all the way hoJne. 

Just beyond :Bingen, near F:rtmki'Urt, the eneine came to il 
quiet and rather disnifiad stop, right O)ltside a very helpful 
hotel, English spoken by the lady p:rop:rietor am everyone very · 
kind •.
